Community Facilities District (CFD) Bonds Savings  

The City Council authorized the refinancing of Community Facilities District (CFD) bonds related to the 
Olinda Ranch development, which are paid for by special taxes levied to those property owners. The 
City has no obligation to repay these bonds, and the savings realized will result in a reduction of special 
property taxes for the property owners in that neighborhood. 

The Olinda Heights CFD refunding bonds were issued on August 13, 2019 and resulted in an average 
annual savings of $197,548.00 (Fiscal Year 2020 through Fiscal Year 2028) and $101,281.00 (Fiscal 
Year 2029 through Fiscal Year 2035) with no extension of the final maturity date. This savings directly 
benefits the property owners by reducing their special taxes beginning with the next property tax bill in 
late 2019. The savings vary from year to year with an average annual savings to the taxpayers of 
$305.00 (Fiscal Year 2020 through Fiscal Year 2028) and $158.00 (Fiscal Year 2029 through Fiscal 
Year 2035) per parcel owner. The City is preparing a letter that will be sent to the Olinda Ranch 
residents notifying them of the savings.  

The City Council also authorized the issuance of bonds to refinance some of the Cityôs Water Bonds 
which are paid for from City water rates.    

The refunding bonds were issued on August 13, 2019 and resulted in an average annual savings for the 
Cityôs Water Fund on future debt services costs of $590,048.00 with no extension of the final maturity 
date.  The favorable bond market, along with use of the existing reserve fund, resulted in the City paying 
off $29.880 million in Water Bonds and having to issue only $23.475 million dollars in bonds, a reduction 
of $6.405 million in outstanding bonds. 

The average annual savings on these bonds will be used to stabilize water rates by offsetting increases 
in other operational costs.   

Art s Garden Lighting Upgrade  

It has been five years since the Brea Community Centerôs Arts Garden received a facelift, and the space 
has been an extremely popular rental facility for private events such as wedding ceremonies, 
receptions, and celebrations. In an effort to provide additional lighting for evening events, the Public 
Works Department recently completed the installation of nine strands of outdoor LED lights, adding a 
new fresh and modern look to the space. The lights have only been up a short period of time, but the 
Brea Community Center is already receiving positive feedback from current and prospective rental 
clients. This project represents a great amount of teamwork and coordination between the Public Works 
and Community Services Departments and will result in the enhanced ability to continue to maximize 
this rental space.

Notice of Preparation (NOP) of a Draft 

Environmental Impact Report (DEIR) and Scoping 

Meeting for the Brea Mall Mixed Use Project  

The City of Brea will prepare a Draft Environmental Impact Report (DEIR) for the Brea Mall Mixed Use 
Project. The Brea Mall Mixed Use Project proposal includes demolishing the Sears department store 
and associated auto center (161,990 square feet) and 12 acres of surface parking in order to allow a 
mix of usesðincluding retail, for-rent residential apartments, a resort-type fitness center, and outdoor 
plazas and public gathering spaces. The project would result in a net increase of 149,625 square feet of 
commercial space and 312 residential units on the approximate 17.5-acre portion of the Sears parcel 
within the 74-acre Brea Mall site. 

A Notice of Preparation (NOP) provides the public an opportunity to comment on the scope and content 
of the DEIR to be prepared for the project. The NOP public comment period starts on Friday, August 16, 
2019 and will close for written comments on Monday, September 16, 2019. A copy of the NOP is 
available for review at the City of Brea Planning Division, at the Brea Library, and electronically at the 
Cityôs website: www.cityofbrea.net/projectsinprocess      

The City will hold a scoping meeting in conjunction with this NOP. The public is invited to attend the 
meeting to view exhibits, learn about the proposal and provide input on issues related to the 
environmental review. The meeting will be an open house format and will be held on Wednesday, 
August 28 from 5:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. in Community Room B at the Brea Civic & Cultural Center.
